	START POSITION:   Facing up range with hands on knee caps with toes on either corner of rear fault line.  Handgun is loaded and holstered per 8.1.1 and 8.1.2.   

	STAGE PROCEDURE

Upon start signal engage targets as they become visible.  PP1 activates T1 and PP2 activates T9.  T1 and T9 need to be activated but are disappearing targets.

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	SETUP NOTES:  Each side is a mirror image so measurements are also mirrored.  T1 and T9 should not be visible from front fault line and watch for shoot throughs from T2 and T8.  T5 and T6 are 45 degree angled target stands.
